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3.11. Healthcare Provision
3.11.1. The 2007 mid year population estimates, produced by the Office of National Statistics, show a resident population of 133.9 thousand for Bridgend.  The population pyramid showing the distribution of this population by age and sex are shown below in figure 3.12.1.

3.11.2. The Registered Population - The registered population gives the number of patients that are registered with a GP practice.  It is important to note that an individual can live in one area while being registered with a GP practice in another area; examples of this are shown in the next section, where details are shown for  residents of the Vale of Glamorgan that are registered with GP practices in Bridgend. It is therefore important, when planning services, to understand that practice populations can often contain residents from several different unitary authorities.

3.11.3. Considerations and complications of GP registered practice populations - Practice population numbers are usually displayed against the main practice totals, even where the practice has branch surgeries.  However, as mentioned, populations can often contain residents from several different unitary authorities.  For example, The Medical Practice, Pencoed – practice code W95018 - has a total practice population of around 11,000; 5000 are residents of Rhondda Cynon Tâf (RCT), and these patients are registered with a branch surgery of W95018 which is located within the unitary authority of RCT.

3.12.36. Cataract procedures - The table below (3.12.36) shows the number of Bridgend residents attending any hospital for the treatment of a cataract – i.e. where OPCS codes C71 to C74, C75.1 – are the principal operation or procedure undertaken. The number of residents having a cataracts operation has steadily increased since 2006-07.  During the financial year of 2008/09, 57 patients where treated privately within ABMU; this equates to approximately 6% of the cataract operations within that trust for that financial year.  During the 2009/2010 financial year, 58 patients were treated privately for a cataracts operation within the ABMU, this equates to approximately 5% of all cataract operations during that year.

3.11.37. Cancer and Cardiac Prevalence - For the following mortality and morbidity analyses, 95% confidence intervals have been calculated around the rates for Bridgend.  Confidence intervals are indications of the natural variation that would be expected around a rate and they must be considered when assessing or interpreting a rate.  For further details please refer to the document mentioned in the paragraph above; tables showing the base data for the charts are also available in the appendices of the document.
3.11.38. Cancer registrations - The chart below shows the trend in cancer registrations for all malignancies excluding other skin for Bridgend residents from 1996 to 2007.  It is common practice to exclude certain skin cancers (ICD10: C44 other malignant neoplasm’s of the skin) from all malignancies tabulations.  This is because of a known inconsistency over the completeness of their registration and their exclusion therefore avoids a known potential bias (NPHS, 2006c).  They are therefore excluded from the figures shown below.

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3.11.39. Three year rolling average data is charted for Bridgend to the end of 2007; however the data for Wales is only available to the end of the 2005 financial year. The rate of cancer registrations for all malignancies, excluding other skin, in Bridgend has fluctuated, though has been generally similar to the Welsh rate.

3.11.40. Cancer mortality - It is important to note that mortality has limitations in its use for evaluating cancer trends.  This is because it is highly dependent on not just those patients diagnosed recently, but the numbers diagnosed some time before as well as the success of any treatment they have received.  It is estimated that a quarter of people with cancer die from other causes and therefore do not figure in any cancer mortality analysis (Coleman et al., 1999)

3.11.41. The total number of deaths assigned to malignant neoplasm’s increased by between two and three per cent in England and Wales as a result of the change from ICD9 (up to 2000) and ICD10 (from 2001) for classifying the underlying cause of death.  In addition to widening the neoplasm’s chapter, these coding changes have resulted in a decrease in the number of deaths assigned to conditions such as pneumonia and an increase in the number of deaths assigned to chronic debilitating diseases (ONS, 2004). The chart below shows the trend in deaths from all malignant neoplasm’s for all Bridgend residents from 1996 to 2007.

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3.11.42. Over the period shown the European age standardised mortality rate (EASR) in Bridgend has been higher than, but similar to, the all Welsh rate. 

3.11.43. Cardiac - Coronary heart disease mortality -  The total numbers of deaths assigned to coronary heart disease were not affected by the change from ICD9 to ICD10 for classifying underlying cause of death.  In general, these coding changes have resulted in a decrease in the number of deaths assigned to conditions such as pneumonia and increase in the number of deaths assigned to chronic debilitating diseases (ONS 2004). As shown in the chart below, the three year average number of deaths from coronary heart disease in Bridgend residents has reduced over time. 3.11.36. During this period, the EASR, for females in Bridgend has fluctuated but has been generally similar to the Welsh rate.

3.12. Secondary Care Provision
3.12.1. Secondary Care services - Secondary care services are usually provided in acute or community hospitals and range from specialist services, such as surgical interventions, through to rehabilitation services, such as Physiotherapy.  Secondary care services are traditionally intended as a short term care provision; making sure patients are cared for throughout their acute episode of illness before being transferred to more appropriate community based care.  

3.12.2. In order for the ABMU Health Board to deliver its secondary care services, it operates a number of acute and community hospitals, along with a range of community clinics.  These are detailed below:

Princess of Wales Hospital The Princess of Wales Hospital is a district general hospital within the Bro Morgannwg NHS Trust. Opened in 1985, the Hospital is located on the outskirts of Bridgend town in South Wales, and provides modern, purpose-built accommodation for the provision of acute health services to the local population of approximately 160,000 people. Centred mainly in the County Borough of Bridgend, services at the Hospital also extend to the Western Vale of Glamorgan in the east and to the County Borough of Neath Port Talbot in the west. Certain specialist services are provided to a much wider catchment population e.g., Treatment Centres provide care for patients throughout Wales, and in the case of the Pulsed Dye Laser and Cochlear Implant Programme, for patients much further afield.

Glanrhyd Hospital Glanrhyd Hospital was established in 1864 as Glamorgan County Asylum and renamed Glanrhyd Hospital in 1948.  It is located in Penyfai, on the outskirts of Bridgend. Glanrhyd Hospital provides a range of inpatient Mental Health facilities including EMI assessment, Respite Care and long stay beds within the Elderly Functionally ill Unit on site.  Adult Mental Health Services are provided through Continuing Care, Rehabilitation services and Respite beds.  The site boasts 79 in-patient beds and operates the Caswell Clinic which contains a further 65 beds. In addition the Cam Cyntaf (First Steps) Day Centre provides a range of day care activities both at Glanrhyd and in a variety of community settings.  The site also houses the Mental Health Forensic Psychiatry service, which is a specialist function.

The Glanrhyd site temporarily houses a section of the Child and Adolescent Mental Health Service (CAHMS), which moved from the Harvey Jones clinic in Whitchurch, Cardiff some two years ago.  However, the Minister for Health and Social Services has recently announced a major investment in CAMHS services at Princess of Wales Hospital.  This will mean the current fourteen beds and emergency admission unit at Glanrhyd will transfer to Princess of Wales hospital over the next 3 years.

Croeso Centre The Croeso Centre (formerly known as Maesgwyn Hospital) has two functions. Firstly, it has a 28 bedded respite and continuing care unit, under the management of Consultant Physicians at the Princess of Wales Hospital. In addition it provides continuing care and respite facilities for up to 20 elderly patients with a mental illness. This popular community hospital is a source of advice, support and comfort for many families and patients with long term rehabilitation needs, for example, the hospital will provide temporary respite for former clients. In addition to the in-patient units the Croeso Centre provides a base for the Ogmore and Garw Adult Service Community Mental Health Team and the North East Ogwr Old Age Psychiatry Community Team. These teams provide locally based services supporting clients and their carers across the Community they serve.

3.12.3. ABMUHB Five Year Plan (Clinical Strategy) - In October 2009, Abertawe Bro Morgannwg University Health Board (ABMUHB) was established along with six other Health Boards in Wales.  ABMUHB replaced the former Swansea, Bridgend and Neath Port Talbot LHB’s and the former ABM NHS Trust.  This was the Welsh Assembly Government’s (WAG) first step towards re-organising the NHS in Wales.

3.12.4. The second step in the transition process is each Health Board having to develop a 5 year strategic framework for achieving financial balance, delivering quality services and the planning of future service and workforce requirements.  The Welsh Assembly will evaluate each Health Board’s draft 5 year plan in July 2010, before a formal consultation begins.

3.12.5. As a result of the above, ABMUHB held Clinical Strategy workshops for over one hundred delegates in December 2009 and March 2010.  These included a mix of primary, secondary and tertiary care clinicians and key stakeholders such as Local Authorities, Voluntary organisations and Community Health Councils.  The workshops were designed to set the strategic priorities and identify the clinical needs of the organisation.

3.12.6. Clinical pro-formas have also been completed by all Directorates and Locality Teams in the Health Board as part of the above process in order to establish detailed levels of clinical need.  Examples of some of the clinical changes highlighted are as follows:

3.12.7. Women and Child Health 

· Need to modernise Gynaecology services, e.g. moving Gynae oncology with emergency surgery move to Morriston
· Need integrated Sexual Health services – move towards “walk in” services at particular sites, e.g. community clinics
· Need a Children’s Development Centre for Swansea, so that children with disabilities and learning difficulties can receive multidisciplinary care.
3.12.8. Cardiac

· Need to deliver service according to revised National Service Framework.

· Need more Chronic Disease Management conducted in the community, e.g. heart failure

· Need increased Critical Care capacity on acute sites

3.12.9. Intermediate Care

· Community hospitals need to be given clearer roles with appropriate admission criteria

· Need to re-design District Nursing services, e.g. develop Virtual Wards in the community.

· Need to maximise the use of Telecare and Telehealth

3.12.10. Pathology

· Need to maximise lab capacity at Morriston
· Need to improve lab information systems
3.12.11. Musculoskeletal

· Need to develop service capacity in order to meet access targets

· Need to review Rheumatology services in Swansea, e.g. infusion suite at Singleton

· Need to avoid hospital admissions by providing direct access diagnostics

3.12.12. Surgery

· Need to standardise elective and emergency pathways

· Need to increase day case patients and 23 hour procedures

· Need to make medical rotas EWTD compliant

3.12.13 Mental Health

· Need to develop enhanced primary care services for patients with mild to moderate mental health problems

· Need to implement revised process for CHC funding applications for patients with mental health problems

· Need to develop programmes to reduce suicide and anti-stigma campaigns

3.12.14 Diagnostics

· Need to involve Pharmacists and Medicine management team in hospital admission stages of care

· Need to develop IT links with GP systems in order to reconcile medicines at point of discharge

· Need to develop electronic prescribing and transfer of prescriptions

3.12.15 Regional Surgery

· Need to further develop telemedicine in Plastic Surgery

· Need to implement a comprehensive Oral Health Strategy for ABMUHB

· Need to establish daily ENT clinic at Morriston
3.12.16. Performance of secondary care service provision - The new ABMU Health Board is currently preparing an Integrated Performance framework that balances healthcare safety and quality with robust performance measures.  A format for the preparation of performance reports has been agreed by the ABMUHB Executive team in conjunction with Primary, Community, Mental and Acute Care.  The aim of the framework is to address the information collection required to allow the ABMUHB, service users and the public to assess the quality of services, improve engagement and sharpen accountability.

3.12.17. The framework concentrates on five domains for continuous improvement and is based on the content of the WAG Designed for Life: Creating world class health and social care in the 21st Century.  The five domains are as follows:

· Safety

· Effectiveness

· Patient focus

· Timeliness

· Efficiency

3.12.18. The framework is in the very early stages of development, however initial analysis has highlighted the following issues and priorities:

3.12.19. Safety
· Need to fully implement Nursing Metrics and 1000 Lives campaign action plans in order to allow quality data collection to evolve

· Patient Falls remain the highest reported incident in the organisation.  Development of Nursing Metrics will allow monitoring ward by ward

· Need to sustain the successful reduction of Pressure Ulcers and POVA incidents.

3.12.20. Effectiveness

· Quarter 1 immunisation rates for childhood vaccination were below targets.  Joint ABMU group has been established to address this and uptake within GP surgeries and Schools.

· Need to sustain the successful implementation of the Chronic Conditions National Management programme

3.12.21. Patient Focus
· Patient satisfaction surveys undertaken are reported good to excellent.  This must be sustained as a barometer of success

· Need to put robust data collection mechanisms in place for the analysis of complaints

3.13.22. Timeliness
· Good progress has been made towards achieving the Referral to Treatment targets (26 weeks), although recognising a significant sustainability issue in terms of capacity and demand

· The target for patients waiting no longer than 8 hours in A&E continues to be achieved; however work is needed in order to achieve the 4 hour target.

· Need to continue the focus on individual patient pathways for Non urgent and Urgent suspected Cancers

3.12.33. Efficiency
· Need to improve efficiency, focusing on improving the patient experience to address inpatient stay, theatre utilisation and outpatient settings.

3.12.34. A further group of qualitative “Effectiveness” measures will also be reported on in the framework, relating to Health, Social care and Wellbeing.  These are:

· Chronic Conditions Management

· Adult Mental Health

· Child and Adolescent Mental Health

· Cancer Services

· Renal

· Stroke

· Cardiac Services

· Delayed Transfers of Care

· Substance Misuse

· Smoking Cessation

· Physical Activity

· Sun Exposure

· Diet and Nutrition
